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"Dr. Jeffrey Nall-Bradford is a husband, father, and civically-
engaged scholar and writer. Dr. Nall-Bradford is dedicated to 
connecting the wisdom of the humanities—from philosophy, 
history, and the arts—to the issues we face in our daily lives. 
He brings this mission to the courses he teaches for Florida 
Atlantic University and the University of Central Florida. 
His Substack newsletter, "Humanities in Revolt," is read by 
more than 4,000 subscribers across 50 states and 99 
countries.

Though critical thinking is frequently praised it is usually 
relegated to a nebulous buzzword meaning almost anything. 
Drawing on more than a decade of experience studying, 
practicing, and teaching the subject, Jeffrey Nall, Ph.D. 
explains what critical thinking is and what isn’t. 
Dr. Nall aims to help us confront the unreliability of our 
ordinary modes of thought. 
Drawing insight from the humanities he also outlines the 
characteristics of good thinking that enable us to achieve 
integrity—wholeness—in our lives. 
Nall contends that our individual and social wellbeing 
requires us all to embrace intellectual humility and recognize 
just how easy it is to be wrong and how difficult it can be to 
be right.
